For convenience, this fee will be charge directly to your student account in the business office. Any
student registering for camp after the July 15" deadline will pay a late registration fee of $65.

Band instrument rental (if needed) $60/year
Padlocks for band instrument storage lockers S5/year

These fees will be charged only AFTER ensemble selections are made.
