The successful candidate is expected to demonstrate excellence in teaching 
General and Organic Chemistry and support undergraduate research programs in the 
sciences.   Ph.D. preferred, ABD near completion considered.  Position begins August, 
2010.  Evidence of excellence in teaching at the college level preferred. Position begins 
August 2010.  Review of applications begins immediately and continues until position is 
filled. 
 
Candidates should possess the following: 

1. Ph.D. completed by August 2010, ABD considered if near completion. 
2. A strong commitment to the development and welfare of undergraduate 

students both inside and outside of the classroom. 
3. Evidence of excellence in teaching at the college level preferred. 
4. Commitment to continued professional development and involvement of 

students in undergraduate research. 
5. The ability to relate well to students, faculty and staff. 
6. Excellent communication skills. 
7. A willingness to be responsible for student outcomes. 
8. Willingness to meet prospective students and their parents who visit campus.
